*Hate crimes (also known as bias motivated crimes) occur when a perpetrator targets a victim because of his or her membership in a certain social group, usually defined by race, religion, sexual orientation, disability, ethnicity, nationality, age, gender, gender identity, or political affiliationHate crimes differ from conventional crime because they are not directed simply at an individual, but are meant to cause fear and intimidation in an entire group or class of people.
*White-collar crime has been defined as a crime committed by a person of respectability and high social status in the course of his occupation." White-collar crime therefore with corporate crime because the opportunity for fraud, bribery, insider trading, embezzlement, computer crime, environmental and health and safety law violations and forgery is more available to white-collar employees.
* Sexual acts which are prohibited by law in a jurisdiction, are also called sex crimes: rape, all sorts forms of sexual assault and sexual abuse, frotteurism, exhibitionism and voyeurism, if deliberate and non-consensual, incest between close relatives; sex with animals, sexual harassment. Extra-maritial relations are illegal in some places. 

* Domestic violence (sometimes referred to as domestic abuse) occurs when a family member, partner or ex-partner attempts to physically or psychologically dominate another. Domestic violence often refers to violence between spouses, but can also include cohabitants and non-married intimate partners. Family violence is a broader definition, often used to include child abuse, elder abuse, and other violent acts between family members. Some legal jurisdictions have specific definitions.
